RS-232 interface -> baud rate : 9600, data bits : 8, stop bit : 1, parity : N for connection
to PC’s or dedicated microcontrollers.

Read Range

Safety read write range for 5cm with ASK modulation contactless proximity card.
Response Time

Less than 0.1 second.
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Wiegand interface: 500 feet (150 m)
RS232 interface: 50 feet (15 m)
Recommended cable is ALPHA 1295 (22 AWG) 5 conductor minimum stranded with
overall shield or equivalent. Additional conductors may be required for LED or beeper
control.
